We have been aware for about three years of his infatuation with shades and subdued
colours; at the beginning of his career as an artist, he was noted mainly as a colourist of
refinement.

Each work is for the artist a means for doing ever better, from which emerge beauty and
harmony. Weather he uses the brush or the spatula, Bertounesque creates figures full of life and
bright landscapes.

His style, free and supple, at one time voices the joy of living, at another, suggests
sensual dreaming.

A Canadian citizen for 15 years, André Bertounesque was born in France in 1937 and
has been living in Montreal since 1955. His works are known throughout Canada and have been
well received by lovers of art in Montreal, Ottawa, Toronto, Winnipeg, Calgary, Vancouver, New
York, Miami and Los Angeles.
